Your Select Standing Committee on Agriculture begs leave to report as follows :—
That we have now considered all the recommendations as submitted to this Committee by

the Advisory Board of the Farmers' Institutes and associates, and have endorsed their resolu-
tions, as follows :—

(1.) Reverted lands to be made available for pre-emption. That pre-emptions which have
been abandoned for a period of three years and over be made available for pre-emption free of
any charge as far as improvements are concerned.

(2.) Reverted lands. That all reverted lands before being sold be advertised in the district
concerned before actual sale.

(3.) Australasian trade agreements rc butter products. That in view of the reported
negotiations now in progress between the Canadian Government and the Government of
Australia and New Zealand, the attention of the Canadian Minister of Trade and Commerce
be drawn to the demoralized conditions existing in the dairy, sheep, and allied industries owing
to low-priced importations from Australasia, and that the Minister of Trade and Commerce be
requested to take immediate steps to protect these industries from any further demoralization
and, further, that the Minister of Agriculture of British Columbia be asked to submit facts
and figures in connection with the above.

(4.) Indians not liable for auto accidents. That in view of the fact that under existing
legal conditions concerning the status of Indians as minors and wards of the Indian Department,
and hence in view of the practical impossibilities of obtaining redress from Indians in case of
damage resulting from their operation of motor-cars on our Provincial highways, it is the opinion
of your Committee that greater care should be taken by our Provincial Licensing Department in
the matter of issuing drivers' licences to Indians.

(5.) Re filing of half-sections of land. That the " Land Act" be amended to permit of the
pre-emption of 320 acres where it can be shown that 160 acres would not be sufficient to provide
a living for the intending settler.

(6.) Oriental question. That the Oriental problem has again been brought to the attention
of your Committee, and your Committee feels that the problem is of such grave importance to
the Province and to Canada that it should have the earnest consideration of this House through
a Select Committee. Your Committee therefore recommends that a Select Committee be forth-
with appointed to consider the problem, with authority to take evidence in regard thereto, and
report its findings and recommendations thereon to this Session of the House.
