If yes, did the Department take steps to combat such fire ; what was the area
of timber burned ; what was the total cost of combating said fire ; when did said fire break out,
and when did the Department commence fire-fighting operations?

The Hon. Mr. Lougheed replied as follows:—
" A fire occurred on Nulki Lake, south-west of Vanderhoof, which was extinguished by

the Forest Service. Six hundred acres of merchantable timber were destroyed and 12,570 acres
of unmerehantable timber and barren land burned over. Total cost of fighting fire was $1,093.67.
Fire started May 31st. Crew collected, transported to fire, and fire-fighting started June 1st."
